Weekend Activities
During the weekend your child will get to know other are-
as surrounding the Lake Ammersee.

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Activities in the Morning
The morning will be dedicated to four hours of practice-
orientated German class with native speakers; interac-
tive, project-oriented and focused on improving your 
child‘s language skills.
